Introduction:   THE SEVENTH COMMANDMENT 
 
Exodus  20:14 (NIV)  [God]  “You shall not steal.” 
 
Martin Luther:   What does this mean?  We should fear and love God so that we do not take our 

neighbor’s money or possessions, or get them in any dishonest way, but help him to improve and 
protect his possessions and income.

Amos 6:5  (TEV) “They overcharge, use false measures, and fix the scales to cheat the customer.” 
 
2.  By d   employers. 
 
Colossians 3:23 (NIV) “Whatever you do, work at it with all your heart, as working for the Lord.” 
 
3.  By d   payments. 
 
Leviticus 19:13 (TEV) “Don’t take advantage of anyone… don’t hold back the wages of someone you have 
hired, not even for one night.” 
 
4.  By d    the government. 
 
Romans 13:6-7 (TEV) “The authorities are working for God… Pay what you owe them; pay your personal and 
property taxes…” 
 
5.  By d    the Lord. 
 
Malachi 3:8 (NEV) “Will a man rob God?  Yet you rob Me! But you ask, ‘How do we rob You, God?  By 
withholding tithes and offerings.!’”

2.  GIVE GOD MY FULL    . 
 
Malachi 8:8-10 (TEV) “Is it right for a person to cheat God?  Of course not… Bring the full amount of your tithes 
to the temple.”
